What could a 200-turbine wind farm layout look like?

This is a draft concept for consultation based on the maximum project size 2.2GW

• The final layout will depend on project size, 
type of turbines, and findings from 
consultation and technical studies.

• As we learn more, we’ll consider new 
information and refine the layout.

• It’ll be several years before a final layout is 
confirmed.

• Maximum number of turbines: 200

• Minimum distance between turbines: 820m
